	Activity 1- Birdwatch 
 
To develop the visual processing by exploring the environment around me  
 
I can identify different objects in my environment. I can view a natural environment and identify animals and plants using my binoculars

	Create a set of binoculars or telescope using two toilet rolls (you can decorate and personlaise if you wish) 
Use the binoculars to look around the environment  If possible, go outside, or look out of a window, and try to spot animals, birds, trees and manmade objects (planes, cars, bus). If this is not possible, use Smartboard and project an image of a natural environment, or use nature books/magazines Pupils can make a tally chart of what they have seen

	Activity 2- Bird Bingo 
 
To listen to bird sounds and identify the bird on the bingo sheet

When a pupil identifies the bird sound, they point a counter or cross out the picture (you may wish to put them in a wipeable overlay)

	Activity 3- = Nest making 
 
To create a ediable birds net.

	Ask pupils to wash hands 
Risk assess the pupil for chocking and allergy risks In a bag or bowl, ask pupil to crush shredded wheat cereal until they are fine strands- encourage squeezing, bashing, mixing

	Pour some melted chocolate (you may need to use sugar free) into the bowl and encourage pupil to mix with hands or spoon 
Place approx. a tablespoon of the mixture in a cupcake paper case, and push down the middle to create a nest shape 
Place in a fridge or cool place until the nest is set 
Using fondant icing, the pupils is to create their own bird for the nest

	Activity 4- Magpies nest 
 
To develop my visual processing by being able to spot objects that are missing. 
 
I can look at and remember objects in a magpies nest, and 
name the objects that are missing

	Create a magpie nest either by using clothing, a tray or a box 
Place a number of random objects (try and make them different textures, shapes, sizes to encourage tactile exploration), making sure all are visible to the child Allow the child to look into the nest, and try to 
remember what is in there 
Cover the next with a towel or blanket and ask the pupil to close their eyes. Without the pupil seeing, remove one object and keep it hidden 
Ask the pupil to remove the towel, and look inside the nest and to name the missing object either verbally, signing, or flashcards 
Replace the object and repeat removing a different object 
To make it more challenging remove more than one
